Many of these inventions occurred |late in the Greek period, often
inspired by the need to inprove weapons and tactic
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The Odoneter- an ancient Geek invention for neasuring distances An odoneter today is considered as an el ectronic device that nmeasures the distance traveled by a noving autonobile or bicycle. The principle that this technol ogy was based on dates back to 27 BCE in ancient Geece. It is unclear who exactly came up with it.
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During the 5th century BC, ancient G eek technol ogy devel oped, leading to the invention of the rotary mlls, screw, water punp, gear, water organ, water clock, the torsion catapult and the use of steamto operate nmachi nes and toys. The foundation, for the use of water resources, in the nodern world, was laid by the Geek civilization.

Many houses in ancient Greece were equipped with closets or latrines that drained into a sewer beneath the street(HamlIton). Sinks- The ancient Hellens were the first to have an automated sink with running water, so both hands could be washed at the sane tinme(Ham |ton). The ancient G eeks washed thenselves with lunps of clay, had steam baths and rubbed their skin with oil, such as olive oil, which they then scraped off with an instrunment called a
“strigil”, along with any dirt(Ham|lton).
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Here are sone of the inventions that are typically attributed to the Ancient G eeks. Waterm |l - A mll for grinding grain that is powered by water. The G eeks invented the waterwheel used to power the m |l and the toothed gears used to transfer the power to the mll.
