The earliest origins of the Bull surname date from the ancient Anglo-Saxon culture of Britain. Their name reveals that an early member was
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a person of strong character or who was physically strong and big. Early Origins of the Bull family
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History of the Bulls Cattle herders who wanted to transport their animals from barges or the countryside into city centers for sale or
bullfights needed a practical means of moving their valuable animals.
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A bull's format formerly began with one line in tall, elongated letters containing three elements: the pope's name, the papal title
"Episcopus Servus Servorum Dei" ("Bishop, Servant of the Servants of God"), and its incipit, i.e., the first few Latin words from which the
bull took its title for record keeping purposes, but which might not be directly indicative of the bull's purpose.
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Staffordshire Bull Terrier History. Before the nineteenth century, bloodsports such as bull baiting, bear baiting and cock fighting were
common. Bulls brought to market were set upon by dogs as a way of tenderizing the meat and providing entertainment for the
spectators; and dog fights with bears, bulls and other animals were often organized as entertainment for both royalty and commoners.
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Bullfighting History. The spectacle of bullfighting has existed in one form or another since ancient days. For example, a contest of some
sort is depicted in a wall painting unearthed at Knossos in Crete, dating from about 2000 BC. It shows male and female acrobats
confronting a bull, grabbing its horns as it charges and vaulting over its back.

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The Bull Ring is a major shopping centre in central Birmingham. When combined with Grand Central it is the United Kingdom's largest city
centre based shopping centre and has been an important feature of Birmingham since the Middle Ages, when its market was first held.
